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“PE teacher students` focus on learning climate”

Background 
The teacher has a large and important responsibility regarding how this subject is presented and perceived among students. Research shows a positive correlation between the academic and didactic skills and the outcome of student learning (Norway, 2009).
With regard to the subject physical education, there are large didactic challenges related to the introduction of subject that is supposed to appeal to diversity of students. With regard to physical education there are large didactic challenges in relation to introduce a subject that appeals to a diversity of students (Middle Hill, 2011). In order to reach different types of learners, the physical education teacher has to provide a learning climate that is ideal for an optimal development of the individual student.

To illustrate these challenges, I want to answer three research questions; 
1. How do the research literature define learning climate in general and physical education in particular?
2. How do student teachers perceive 'learning climate' and what do they emphasize in their efforts to create a learning environment in physical education?
3. What do supervisors put in the term “learning climate” in physical education, how do they work with the development of a learning environment and how do they support students working with “learning climate”? What is the relationship between the supervisors` opinion and the research literature?

Self-determination-theory (Edward L. Deci & Ryan, 1985); (Edward L. Deci, Valle Rand, Pelletier, & Ryan, 1991) is a common approach to understand how learning climate affects students' satisfaction and their learning outcome . The theory focuses on the factors that promote health, psychological well-being and intrinsic motivation.
The study is an exploratory qualitative trial of student teachers and practice teachers and a review study of research literature. My work is part of a larger interdisciplinary project, TasS (Teachers as Student) at The University of Stavanger, funded by the Norwegian Research Council.
Semi-structured focus group interviews (FGI) were conducted and videorecorded both before (pre-) and after (post-) the field practice. In addition, the implementation and tutoring conducted by the field practice teacher, were audio- and video- recorded.
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
